SPIRIT MOUNTAINS

Travelling from St John’s, the bustling capital of
Newfoundland, along unchartered channels to
Kuujjuagq, this 12-day journey reveals ancient
archaeological sites, awe-inspiring scenery and
many wildlife species. Trip highlights include

LAnse aux Meadows, where Norse ruins were
discovered, Nain, the northernmost Inuit
settlement in Labrador and Killiniq, an abandoned
Moravian settlement now inhabited by polar bears.

Highlights include Victory Point, where
evidence of the doomed crew of the Franklin
Expedition (1845-47) was found, and Prince
Leopold Island, prime breeding ground of murres,
northern fulmars and black-legged kittiwakes.
