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The tiny Indian state of Sikkim is bordered
by Bhutan, Nepal and Tibet and is still
relatively unspoiled by tourism. Although
the majority of the people are now
Hindu, Buddhist prayer flags and white-
washed chortens are everywhere. Sikkim
is famous for its Buddhist monasteries,
such as Rumtek and Pemayangtse and for
the world’s third highest mountain, the
Himalayan peak of Kanchenjunga which
dominates the skyline.
